	READING INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Repeated Reading


	Brief Description: This fluency building strategy simply requires a student to read aloud a selection that is at or near the student’s current instructional reading level.  The student reads this passage daily until he has achieved the criterion reading rate on that passage.  He is then assigned a new passage. 

	Materials Needed: Something to read which meets the criteria outlined below.

	Implementation:  This strategy can be implemented with two participants of any age.  A skilled reader should be the leader.  The learner should be a student who has some reading ability, but is reading hesitantly, word for word, or with no expression.   
1. The teacher should choose reading passages between 50 and 500 words.  These passages may come from a variety of sources, such as basal readers, textbooks, trade books, poetry anthologies, newspapers, or student writing.  
2. The teacher should then determine the difficulty level of the passages by following the guidelines in “How to Determine the Difficulty Level of A Passage” (in the tolls folder on this site). 
3. The teacher should choose a passage that is at or near the student’s instructional reading level.  This means that upon the first oral reading of the passage, the student exhibits 85 to 95% word recognition accuracy.  (If the student reads a passage closer to the 85% accuracy level or reads with excessive slowness- less than 50 words per minute- you may wish to offer oral supported reading, such as reading along with the student, in the initial repeated readings.  Or, you may wish to choose an easier passage.)
4. The teacher should sit net to the student in a comfortable, quiet location. 

5. Have the student orally practice the passage until he has achieved the criterion reading rate on that passage, using the guidelines in “How to Determine Reading Rate”  (again see the tolls folder). 
6. Once the student has achieved the target criterion level, assign a new passage that is as difficult as or slightly more difficult than the passage he just practiced.  

7. Keep a log of the passages the student is working on daily and the dates on which he masters them (use Repeated Reading Log).  

	Schedule for implementation:  The suggested intervention schedule is approximately 15 to 30 minutes daily.   Progress monitoring may be done weekly, biweekly, or monthly on passages the student has not previously read using the Repeated Reading Log.   

	Variations:  Refer to the Radio Reading intervention located in the READING INTERVENTIONS FOR FLUENCY folder on this disk.
