	READING INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Photo Flashcards


	Brief Description: This vocabulary building strategy is geared towards kindergarten through 3rd grade students and those who are very literal in their approach.  Photos are used to teach vocabulary words and meanings.  

	Materials Needed: Photos of vocabulary words

	Implementation:  
1. The teacher takes one picture of each vocabulary word.  Magazine pictures or even three-dimensional objects can substitute if photos aren’t available.  
2. At the bottom of each photo, the teacher writes the vocabulary word.  

3. The teacher presents the photos, one at a time, to the student.  The student names the picture then describes what it is while viewing the photo.  

4. Photos are separated into two piles- words the student was able to identify and those the student did not know.  

5. The teacher then goes through the “don’t know” pile with the student one or two more times.  

	Schedule for Implementation:  This strategy should be implemented as needed, such as whenever new vocabulary words are introduced.  Progress monitoring should be implemented as needed and according to the particular tier the student is in.   

	Variations:  Instead of writing the word at the bottom of each photo, the teacher can write each word on a separate note card.  The student can then match each card with its name.
