	READING INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Recipe Word Box


	Brief Description: This simple vocabulary building strategy is designed to be used with 4th through 12th grade students.  Each student writes one vocabulary card, including the word on the front and the definition on the back, for each assigned vocabulary word.  The cards are then divided by unit in a recipe box.  By color-coding the upper corner of each card in a particular unit and placing it behind a divider that is also color-coded, the units are easy to distinguish.  When it is time to review, a student can pull the cards from one unit and separate them into piles: words that are already understood and words that need review.  

	Materials Needed: 
Several 3” x 5” note cards, several note card dividers, recipe box, various colored markers for color-coding 

	Implementation:  When a vocabulary unit is assigned, the student will: 
1.  Using 3” x 5” note cards, write one vocabulary word on the front of each card.  On the back, write the definition. 
2. “Color code” each card in that unit by coloring the top right portion of it.  All cards in that unit should be the same color.  The divider for that unit should also be color-coded.  

3. Place the divider and cards in the recipe box.
4. Pull the cards from a particular unit out of the recipe box and divides them into piles when it is time to review – words that are already learned and words that need review.  

	Schedule for implementation: This strategy can be utilized throughout the school year, each time new vocabulary words are introduced.   Progress monitoring should be implemented as needed and according to the particular tier the student is in.
