	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Spiral Notebook


	Brief Description: This vocabulary building strategy is designed for 4th through 12th grade students.  A 3” x 5” spiral note card book is divided down the center.  Vocabulary words are listed on the stack to the left and their definitions are listed on the stack to the right.  The student can review the words and, if he can’t remember the definition, he can consult the stack on the right.  

	Materials Needed: Each student needs a spiral notebook of 3” x 5” note cards

	Implementation:  
1. Each student should begin with a spiral notebook of 3” x 5” note cards.   The student should cut each card in half vertically up the center. The notebook now contains two stacks of cards attached to the spiral instead of one stack.   

2. The teacher then asks the student(s) to number the corresponding left and right halves of each note card with the same number: 1-1, 2-2, 3-3, and so on.  The notebook is now ready to use. 
3. The student writes each new vocabulary word on the left half of the card. 

4. The definition is written on the right half.  

     The student can quickly flip through the left side when reviewing vocabulary words and recall the definitions.  

     If there is a word that the student cannot define, he can refer to the number on that card and flip to the same number on the right to find the definition. 
     The student may wish to indicate the beginning of each new unit by a colored tab for easy reference.  

	Schedule for Implementation:  This strategy can be utilized throughout the school year, each time new vocabulary words are introduced.  Progress monitoring should be implemented as needed and according to the particular tier the student is in.
