	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Syllable Puzzles with Letters


	Brief Description:  For this intervention, words are divided into puzzle pieces.  These puzzle pieces are then put together by students to form words.  This is a Phonics Activity.  

	Materials Needed:   
Pictures of words cut into pieces of each syllable.  

	Implementation:  This strategy can be implemented small group or individually by either the teacher or a paraprofessional.  Below are step by step directions to complete the intervention. 
1. First the teacher chooses words that are age appropriate for the students in the classroom
2. Then the teacher creates different puzzle pieces from the words.  Each puzzle piece should have one syllable. Some words that might be used are basket, pizza, monkey, pumpkin, dollar, and apple
3. Next the teacher places all the puzzle pieces on a table 
4. Have a student come up and find the correct puzzle pieces to complete a word. 

5. Have the student say the word.   
6. Correct the student when necessary.

7. Repeat the process as desired.  

	Schedule for implementation: 15-20 minutes daily
